3 miles east of the intersection of Route 45 and River Road
at the intersection with the High Bridge Trail

mediate right on River Road, then 3 miles to the intersection with the High
Bridge Trail and the Civil War Trails stop. If you'd like to see the site of
High Bridge, it's a walk of about a mile south on the trail.
